Object Lesson 1
Scripture:
“If God Be For Us, Who Can Be Against Us?”

Romans 8:31
Objective:
To illustrate once again that nothing is too big for God.
Materials Needed:
See if you can secure barbells or weights that are filled with sand.  


If not get a broom stick, cardboard or Styrofoam and magic marker or paint
Set Up: 
See if you can secure barbells or weights that are filled with sand.  Before they are filled they are very light.  If you cannot secure them you can take a broom handle and either attach cardboard or Styrofoam to the broom handle and write 1,000 pounds on them.   
What to Do:


Sometimes it looks like the job is just too big.  I’ll say it again.  Nothing is too big for God.

We can let these weights represent some of the problems that are in our lives, some of the things that the devil throws up against us.  You say, “I can’t lift it; I just can’t lift it.  It’s too big; it’s too heavy a weight on me.”  But with God all things are possible.  (At that point lift up with one hand the barbell set that you constructed and raise it up above your head.  Some of the kids will probably think it’s funny.  Let them laugh.)

Yes, that seems funny doesn’t it?   Ti is just a funny illustration, because all of you know that on my own I’m not that strong.  One thing I do know, sometimes the things that happen in our lives look like they’re just as big and heavy as these barbells; God can take care of them.  God takes care of them for me and He can take care of them for you.
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
