David and Goliath
Object Lesson 2
Scripture:
“If God Be For Us, Who Can Be Against Us?”

Romans 8:31
Objective:
To illustrate the power of God in overcoming problems and sins in our lives.
Materials Needed:
Three large sheets of card stock or cardboard and a magic marker.
Set Up:
Pint the word SINS on the first sheet, PROBLEMS on the second sheet, and TEMPTATIONS and the third sheet. Pint them as large as possible.
What to Do:


Are some of your having trouble today?  Do some of you feel like giving up?  Do some of you feel like quitting?  Does it seem like there’s no way you can win the fight?

I think when David first saw Goliath; he got a little nervous, too.  But he learned his lesson well.  Maybe there are some sins in your life.  (Hold up the card stock with the word SINS written on it.)  Maybe they look huge.  (The letter should be very large on the card stock.)  Maybe they look too big for you to overcome.  With God, nothing is impossible; nothing is too big for Him.  (At that point, rip up the card stock with the word SINS on it in many pieces and throw them up in the air.)  It might be too big for you, but it’s not too big for God.

Are there problems? (Pick up the card stock with the word PROBLEMS written on it, and show it to the audience as you talk.)  Are there problems in your life too big for you to handle?  Are there problems at home, at school?  Maybe you don’t feel like you’re quite the Christian you should be.  Maybe you’ve got some serious problems and you think, “God, I just can’t take it any more.”  They might be too big for you, but they’re not too big for God. (Rip that up in pieces and throw it up.)

You see we have no excuse.  Nothing is too big for God.  But you can say, “The devil has baited the trap for me just as we learned in last week’s lesson.  The temptations are too big.”  (Hold up the card stock with the word TEMPTATONS written on it.)  “I just don’t think I can make it.  I don’t think I can last another week.”  No, on your own, you can’t but no temptation is too big for God.  He can help you. (Rip up the card and throw it up, letting it fall to the ground.)  No sin, no problems, no temptation, nothing that ever happens in your life is too big for God to help you with.  Just as sure as my name is _______________, there is nothing that’s too big for God.
