David and Goliath
Object Lesson 3
Scripture:
“If God Be For Us, Who Can Be Against Us?”

Romans 8:31
Objective:
To illustrate that just because something is small does not mean that it is not important.
Materials Needed:
A stone, a large piece of clear glass such as window pane, dish or clear drinking glass.
Set Up:
It would be good to have the window pane if available if not use the glass or dish just make sure that there is a drastic comparison between the stone and the object you use.  Have them on the table in the Children’s Church well in advance of the presentation.
What to Do:


Most of you know that in the world in which we live in that many people think the only thing that is useful is something that is big.  That is not necessarily true.  Many of you think that just because you are children that you cannot do anything for God or cannot be useful to Him until you are older and bigger.  That is not true.  We see in the story of David and Goliath the David took five stones and with just one of them he defeated the huge giant, Goliath.  We also see that we can take this small stone right here and in comparison with this big piece of glass, just because the glass is big doesn’t mean that it’s any more useful than this stone.  As you can see we can take this stone and use the stone to break (whatever glass object you have there being careful not to scatter the glass around too much to avoid injury to yourself or any of the others that are close by you.)  We see that size does not always indicate the importance, the strength, or the usefulness of any object.  Even though most of us here in Children’s Church today are small, just as David was small in the sight of the giant Goliath but he was still useful.
